History

A Government Depot for Immigration is shown at the block bounded by Swanston, Little Mallop, Fitzroy and Ryrie
Streets in 1854, and several cottages had already been built then (G80). By 1858 (G134), the area is marked as
Immigration Depot, but after 1864 (G 285) no further mention of the depot appeared on any plan, and it appears
that the land has been subdivided and sold.
