THE WEDGE BROTHERS ARRIVED IN PORT PHILLIP WITH BATMANS ASSOCIATION AND BY THE EARLY
1840S HAD ESTABLISHED SEVERAL PASTORAL RUNS. THEY HAD CLAIMED BANYON WATERHOLES
RUN FROM KEYSBOROUGH TO CARRUM AND FRANKSTON BY 1843. THIS WAS REDUCED BY
SUBDIVISION AND EVENTUALLY TO A 660A PRE-EMPTIVE RIGHT.
