This polychrome brick residence is of simple Georgian form with a slate hipped roof. The facade is decorated with
cream brick quoining to window and door openings, and 'string course' at first floor level. The house is set close
to, the frontage and has an iron palisade fence. The rear elevation shows an arch headed stair window. The
chimneys are of simple construction. Later additions have included the canvas canopy and the replacement of
.windows however the building is intact in external form.
